Macedonia) since its foundation —initiated in 1970 and finally established in 1972. The Macedonian Ecological Society
endeavours to achieve these goals by way of projects implementation, publishing of scientific and popular publications,
media promotions and especially through organization of scientific and professional gatherings. The most significant
scientific gatherings are the regular ecological congresses organized by the Society. During the first half of its existence, the
Society had been taking active part in the organization of ecological congresses in of the then Yugoslavia, with the fourth
Yugoslav congress held in Ohrid in 1988 being organized by the Saciety itself. This tradition has sustained in independent
Macedonia and thus the Society has continued to organize regular congresses of Macedonia's ecologists as of 1998 till
presentdays, i.e. throughout the second half of its existence.

Organization of ecological congresses in Macedonia actually filled in the gap that had occurred upon the breakup of
Yugoslavia in terms of presenting the work of Macedonian ecologists at scientific gatherings. The topics of papers presented
focus on fundamental ecology and environmental science. Having in mind the relatively low number of scientists in these
fields in Macedonia, the congresses initiated by the Macedonian Ecological Society are organized at international scale
attended also by scientists and ecological experts from other countries of the Region. The goal of the congresses is to get
acquainted with contemporary scientific findings in the area of modern ecology and environmental science, The congress
provides the participants with unimpaired communication and exchange of experiences and knowledge in line with the
working conditions in the area.

The development and promotion of ecology science in Macedonia have been the basic guiding goals in the work of the

The First Congress of Ecologists of the Republic of Macedonia with International Participation was held between
20 and 24 September 1998 in Ohrid. The congress was attended by over 200 ecologists from Yugoslavia, Croatia, Bulgaria and
Macedonia. Besides the four plenary sessions, a total of 177 scientific papers were presented. The first plenary session presented
an overview of the development of ecology as a science in the Republic of Macedonia.

Dr. Linus Svenson from the Nordic Ecological Society attended the Congress as representative of the European
Ecological Federation (EEF), in his capacity of EEF's President.

In line with the topic and field of research, participants presented their findings and scientific achievements in 10 working
sections, namely:

The Proceedings from the Second Congress of Ecologists of the Republic of Macedonia with International
Participation, Ohrid, 25-29 October 2003, containing 101 presented papers was published in 2004.

Both Macedonian scientists and scientists from the neighbouring countries, such as Serbia, Montenegro, Bulgaria,
Slovenia and Romania expressed equally great interest and active participation. According to the works presented during
the Cangress, it appeared that the focus of the interest of scientists from Macedonia and wider region was directed towards
exploration of terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems, with particular accent on biological and geological diversity conservation.

Despite the efforts of the Macedonian Ecological Society to encourage and inspire the many ecological NGOs from
Macedonia and countries in the region to take partin the Congress, the turnout was less than impressive.

The Congress was attended by guests such as the representatives of the European Ecological Federation, Dr. Linus
Svenson and Dr. Per Enkel from the Nordic Ecological Society and Dr. Umit Erdem, President of the Turkish Ecological
Society. The main goal of their participation in the Congress (preceded by several other meetings) was the attempt to form
the Balkan Ecological Federation to become an equal member of the European Ecological Federation. Macedonian
Ecological Society was already a member of EEF.

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The Il Congress of Ecologists of The Republic of
Macedonia with International Participation was held in Struga
between 6 and 9 October 2007. The Congress celebrated the 80"
birthday of Ljupcho Grupche, PhD and the 60" anniversary of his active
scientific work. Participants of the Congress could attend three plenary
lectures of scientists from Albania, Bulgaria and Macedonia. A total of
185 scientists and scholars from Macedonia, Bulgaria, Serbia,
Montenegro, Albania, Turkey, Switzerland, Germany, Slovakia and
Croatia presented their achievements and scientific research. There
were nine sections:

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The great number of papers presented reflected the great interest of the scientific community in Macedonia and the region in ecological
research, butitalsoindicated the lack of other scientific gatherings in related fields.

The number of presented papers and the attendance of sessions, as well as the breadth of the discussions concerning biodiversity and
conservation ecology were a clear indicator of the focus of the interestin Macedonia and the region. Great interest was also shown in environmental
protection and pollution, ecosystem ecology, population and community research etc. The conclusion was that the interest in resolving issues related
to environmental protection and biodiversity was due mainly to the applicability of researches of this type.

It should be noted that the interest of scientists for participation in the Congress was greater than earlier, but many ofthe scientists who had
extended their wish to attend could not do so because of financial constraints or insufficient readiness of the managements of schools to support
activities of this kind.

The Proceedings from the lll Congress of Ecologists of the Republic of Macedonia with International Participation contained 89
complete papers.

The congresses of the Macedonian Ecological Society held so far have indicated clearly that they are the real (though the only) forum for
the scientists in the field of ecology and other related fields to present their achievements. The congresses are an opportunity for Macedonian
ecologists to assess the level of ecological science here as compared to the countries of the region. The papers published in the collections of
works from the congress enable further the assessment of the level of ecological achievements in the country and the region as compared to
worldwide achievements of ecology as a science.
